· Statement or policy on “FAD ownership”:
Vessel name is marked on FADs’ satellite buoys.

Sometimes used with underwater lamps and small crafts.

2. make sure there is no species around prohibited by WCPFC CCMs, like whale-shark, etc.
3. decision of FAD deployment by the captain/fishing master.

Compliance with the relevant CCMs of WCPFC, like no FAD sets during FAD closure season, no whaleshark around, etc. The captain is in charge of the deployment, recovery and maintenance of FADs
